Plastic Bag Ban

Ordinance Passed

The ordinance bans the use of thin (less than 2.25 mils)
single-use plastic bags in retail establishments. These

establishments could provide paper bags with at least 40%
recycled content for a 5-cent fee or consumers could bring
their own reusable bags from home.

BANNED BAGS UNDER THE ORDINANCE INCLUDE:

- Any carryout bag made from plastic or any material marketed or labeled as biodegradable or
compostable that is neither intended nor suitable for continuous reuse as a carryout bag,
-Or any plastic bag that is less than 2.25 mils thick

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EXCEPTIONS:

- Newspaper bags - Any plastic bag used to contain or wrap

- Door-hanger bags flowers, potted plants, or other items where

- Laundry and dry cleaning bags dampness may be a problem

- Any plastic bag thicker than 2.25 mils - Any plastic bag used to contain prescription

- Any plastic bag used in stores by customers drugs or durable medical equipment
to package bulk items such as fruit, « Any plastic bag used to safeguard public
vegetables, nuts, candy, greeting cards, or health and safety during the transportation of
nuts and bolts prepared take-out foods and prepared liquids

- Any plastic bag used to contain or wrap intended for consumption away from the place
frozen foods, meat, or fish of purchase.

- Any plastic bag used to contain unwrapped
prepared foods or bakery goods
